MAJOR DUTIES


This is the journeyman level position. 


Serves as a Maintenance Mechanic performing the following variety of trades or craft duties involving the maintenance, repair and improvement of buildings, structures and related fixtures and utilities.

-- Carpentry: Performs the full range of carpentry skills and techniques in repairing, constructing, altering and maintaining, wood/wood substitute components of buildings and structures where accuracy, spacing, and fit are essential and structural soundness or appearance are important. Plans and completes projects from initial layout to final assembly or installation. Selects lumber, materials, and supplies required to complete assigned work. Works from drawings, sketches, and own knowledge of construction methods and techniques. Measures and cuts material to the required lengths and dimensions. Installs rafters, studs, sills, plates, braces, joists, floors, sub-floors, panels (including sheetrock, plywood, veneers, block or parquet), siding shadings, roofing, building paper, insulating materials and interior and exterior trim. Repairs and/or rebuilds cabinets (countertops, drawers, doors and hardware). Repairs and/or replaces all types of doors [i.e., entry doors, interior doors, closet doors (folding, sliding, and pocket-type), screen doors, and storm doors]. Installs and repairs all types of door closers such as smoothee, concealed, pneumatic and hydraulic closers. Installs, repairs or replaces double-hung windows, spring lift sash, casement windows, awning and jalousie windows, wood sash storm windows. Planes, sand, and finishes completed work when necessary. Fabricates and installs frames or casings for windows, doors, ventilators, shelves, countertops, cabinets, and items of furniture having built-in characteristics. Applies filter material such as caulking compound around door and window casings and at other points where tight seal is required. Repairs and/or replaces hardware items including standard locksets, deadbolt locksets, pneumatic and hydraulic door closers, hinges, hasps, window cranks and latches and cabinet items such as drawer guides, latches, knobs, handles and hinges. Repairs leaking roofs, removes/replaces roof shingles, flat-roof patches, and adjusts gutters. (45%)


-- Locksmith duties include repairing, replacing, re-keying, cleaning and opening locked file containers.  (10%)


-- Plumbing places and connects water, steam, and gas fixtures and facilities such as sinks, commodes, tubs, and urinals. Cleans stoppages in drainpipes. Installs, rebuilds, repairs or replaces swing faucets, lavatory faucets, flush valves, cut-off valves, pipe fittings (copper, brass, plastic), cut, bend and thread pipe, grove and angle valves, and bath and shower fillings. Inspects and tests piping after the completion of repairs or alterations. A check for stopped-up vents and sewer line and reports same to shops. (20%)


-- Sign Painting: Painters apply a variety of graphic arts techniques, including freehand and mechanical lettering, and silk screen printing, to produce sign, posters, and displays for inside and exterior use, including building and reflective traffic signs.  Devise silk screens, stencils, templates, or paper patterns as necessary.  They may also produce graphic training aids, and status boards, and select coloring to provide contrast and good appearance.   (20%)

-- Performs driving tasks: Operates a government vehicle that does not exceed the 3/4 ton weight range to transport supplies and building materials to work site generally on post. Performs vehicle operator maintenance; completes service records and dispatch; completes operators accident report in case of accident. (5%)


-- Performs other duties as assigned. 


Incumbent is subject to shift rotation and emergency recall, as determined by the supervisor.
May be required to work nights, weekends, and holidays and in inclement weather as necessary.

Skill and Knowledge:

Carpentry: Requires knowledge of the properties and characteristics of a wide variety of woods; knowledge of and skill in using gluing and bonding agents and different finishing materials.

Skill in the use of woodworking machining techniques and the use of hand and power tools, i.e., routers, radial saws, planers, jointers, table saws, band saws, jig saws, wood lathers, sanders, miter boxes, pneumatic jammers, staplers, drill presses all other hand tools associated with wood crafting; and skill in shop math in order to plan, compute, and ensure that parts fit together precisely. Also requires skill in cutting materials to desired dimensions and shape and fitting component parts by such means as mortising and tenoning, nailing or clamping/gluing into a finished product following standard trade practices.

Must be knowledgeable of safety measures when using tools and must possess the skill to maintain the tools to include sharpening saws, tools, and accessories.

Plumbing: Knowledge of how various systems and equipment are installed and operated. Ability to plan and lay out the installation and modification of various systems and equipment. Ability to interpret and apply building plans and blueprints, and use shop math.

Skill in the use of accepted trade methods and techniques, including how to measure, cut, bend and thread pipe and tile and install any combinations of equipment needed for the proper operation of the systems. Skill in the use of tools and equipment associated with the trade.

Sign Painting: Skilled in the fundamentals of lettering, spacing, and layout and can execute freehand one or more common sign alphabets with considerable speed and accuracy.  Work requires a steady and delicate touch, and close concentration.  Must be able to arrange layout of signs on the basis of only brief information on customer desires.  They can design signs with good eye appeal.  

Must be skilled in operation and handling of controls for starting, stopping, backing and driving.

Responsibility:
Receives general supervision from the supervisor who: (1) provides oral or written instructions, work orders, emergency calls, lay-out sketches, blueprints, drawings, specifications, or similar guidance relative to work to be performed; (2) is available for advice and guidance on unusual problems encountered relying upon incumbent to independently determine the best way to accomplish assignments and select/substitute necessary: materials and supplies; and (3) spot checks completed work to insure finished project meets', accepted trade standards.

Physical Effort:
Must independently lift large bulky and hard to grasp objects weighing up to 50 pounds or heavier objects with the assistance of other workers. May work in tight or cramped places in uncomfortable positions for extended periods of time. Works while standing, sitting, or kneeling requiring reaching, lifting and bending while using hand tool and powered tools. Uses ladders to climb up and down and works from scaffolding.

Working Conditions:
Work is performed both inside and outside. Proper clothing can protect against outside exposure to heat and cold. Inside work is usually in buildings adequately heated, lighted and ventilated. Noise from hammers saws and other power shop tools is frequent. May occasionally have to make repairs or installations in areas where bad smelling fumes are present. Will occasionally be exposed to methane (sewer) gas and fumes, solvents, paints and other chemicals. Incumbent is subject to irritation of eyes and skin from exposure to fumes solvents, paints and other chemicals. Injuries may occur in lifting heavy pieces of lumber or equipment; cuts and bruises using hand tools and equipment; more serious injuries in operating power tools and in falls from ladders and scaffolds.

CONDITION OF EMPLOYMENT: Must be able to obtain and retain a government vehicle operator license.
