MAJOR DUTIES

-- Operates gasoline or diesel-powered vehicles weighing up to and including 20,000 pounds and over. These vehicles are capable of carrying loads weighing 5 tons or more. Included are vehicles such as electric vehicles, pickup trucks, utility trucks, vans and dump trucks. Vehicles usually have a low gear range and a high gear range providing four (4) to ten (10) forward speeds and have six (6) or more driving wheels. They are equipped with driving controls such as gearshift lever, brake pedal, accelerator, clutch and air brakes. (40%)

-- Operates dump trucks with attachments such as hydraulically operated snowplows and leaf vacuums. Completes trip ticket and fills out accident reports in case of an accident. Performs operator’s maintenance in accordance with established rules and regulations such as local standard operating procedures. (20%)

-- Operates gasoline or diesel powered engineer equipment such as street sweeper/leaf vacuum machine to clean roads and to remove leaves from streets and grounds. Operates front-end loader to improve stockpiled topsoil, construction grade sand, gravel and debris. Operates a tractor with backhoe to excavate for construction, replacement of underground water and sewer and other utilities as required. (40%)

-- Performs other duties as assigned.

Incumbent is subject to shift rotation and emergency recall, as determined by the supervisor.


Skills and Knowledge:

Skill in using brakes, gearshift controls, levels which require different controls to be handled at the same time, requiring good hand, foot and eye coordination in the operation of engineer equipment to safely maintain balance of loads and equipment when going down steep grades.

Skill in using earth moving equipment such as front loaders and backhoes, and the ability to make adjustments to compensate for differences in soil features such as sand, clay and rocky soil.

Knowledge of safety rules and safe operation of motor vehicles and engineer equipment.

Skill to operate motor vehicles and engineer equipment in confined areas such as around buildings, trees and other vehicles.

Responsibility:

The operator follows oral instructions or written assignment of the supervisor indicating tasks to be accomplished. The work is performed largely without direct supervision. The operator must remain constantly alert and operate the motor vehicle or engineering equipment safely, especially when close to other persons, equipment, vehicles, trees and buildings to prevent injury to others and the equipment.

Physical Effort:

Moderate to heavy physical effort is expended when operating hand and foot controls and adjustments to the motor vehicle and attachments and the engineer equipment. Operator must be constantly reaching, bending and turning, moving hands, arms, feet and legs to handle different sets of controls to operate vehicles, equipment and attachments. Operator will experience vibration, jerking and jolting from operating over rough surfaces.

Working Conditions:

The operator is required to work outside in all types of weather such as cold, snow, rain and heat. While driving a motor vehicle part of the time will be in a cab, the rest of the time will be outside. While operating engineer equipment, the operator will often be in an open driver’s seat on hills, slopes, and grades. The operator is exposed to the possibility of injury while driving or in the operation of the equipment. The operator is exposed to noise, vibration, dust, dirt and fumes from the motor and exhaust.
