	The duties of this position require no specific leadership training.

MAJOR DUTIES 

Responsible for operation of energy monitoring control system(s) (EMCS) which remotely operates, monitors and collects data from heating, air conditioning and electrical equipment systems. Utilizes an intimate knowledge of EMCS equipment utilized in boiler-plant operations, steam, heating, ventilation, air conditioning, and electrical systems: Monitors and operates EMCS equipment which controls valves, motors, pumps, air handlers, compressors, electric load settings, data collection by computer. Analyzes malfunctioning equipment which is corrected from the computer console or referred to the appropriate mechanic for repair.

Collects data from various systems and provides reports, graphics to assist in data analysis and interpretation for energy usage, maintenance and resource expenditure.

Performs routine operations and maintenance functions of the computer system including loading printers, system start-up/shut-down, changes to basic program parameters, preliminary troubleshooting of system malfunctions, issuing software commands and edit procedures to effect optimum energy management. (100%)

SKILLS AND KNOWLEDGE

Possess an in-depth knowledge of EMCS equipment operation and the relationship to utility systems such as steam boilers, hot water boilers, air conditioning, and electrical control system functions.

Ability to correctly read and interpret diagrams and schematics of utility systems without close supervision.

Ability to collect data and prepare computer generated reports and presentations.

Ability to analyze data for accuracy and content on the basis of own knowledge.

Working knowledge of software commands and edit procedures required changing basic program parameters, override automatic operational sequences and troubleshooting the EMCS components.

Ability to work alone and respond to frequent changes in priorities.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
Work is generally performed under the supervision of the Boiler Plant Operator Supervisor, Facilities Services Division, ISC who gives general written or verbal guidance and provides assistance in resolving the most unusual operational problems.

Responsible for the efficient operation of EMCS equipment to which assigned.

Overall work is evaluated in terms of performance standards established by the supervisor.

PHYSICAL EFFORT:
Position requires moderate physical exertion and includes walking, standing, moving and sitting for prolonged time while operating the computer equipment. Required to lift and carry material weighing 25-35 pounds.

WORKING CONDITIONS:
Work is performed in an office atmosphere that is well lighted and ventilated.
