MAJOR DUTIES


Drives trucks of 4-ton capacity and over, and buses with a capacity of more than 20 passengers to transport personnel, articles and materials throughout the installation and on public roads, for long and short hauls. Assists with loading and unloading materials and/ or passengers and assures vehicle is not loaded beyond the rated capacity by checking cargo papers and by visual observation. (75%)

Completes trip tickets and preventive maintenance service records; fills out drivers' accident report in case of accident. Performs driver’s maintenance in accordance with established rules and regulations. (25%)

Performs other duties as assigned.

Incumbent is subject to shift rotation and emergency recall, as determined by the supervisor.

SKILLS AND KNOWLEDGE
Must be skilled in using the controls for starting, stopping, backing and driving the vehicle and in operating two or more gear ranges and six or more driving wheels. Must know the height, width, length, and weight of vehicles driven to judge overhead and side clearance, turning radius, braking distance, and the safest distance to be maintained from a preceding vehicle. Must have skill in using brakes and gearshift controls on steep downgrades. Must know safety rules and regulations and other posted rules for moving vehicles, and how to load heavy or bulky cargo onto the vehicle, arranging it in such a way as to provide the best support and to prevent its shifting or falling. Must know routes and time schedules and be skilled in applying brakes and shifting gears smoothly. Must have knowledge of routes sufficient to choose appropriate alternatives.  Incumbent must be able to obtain and maintain a Commercial Driver’s License.

RESPONSIBILITY
Specific instructions are provided as to type of vehicle to be operated, destination, purpose of trip, and work to be done. Determines route to be followed, based on knowledge of clearance of underpasses, alternate bypass routes, etc. Follows route and time schedules when operating bus. Incumbent is responsible for safe conduct of passenger or cargo to their destination. Follows all safety rules, regulations and traffic signs. Oversees and assist in loading and unloading the vehicle, assuring that the cargo is arranged properly for best support. Incumbent’s ability is regularly observed and evaluated, and trip tickets are checked for compliance with regulations and completeness.

PHYSICAL EFFORT
Moderate physical effort is required to turn vehicle and operate controls while driving, in the frequent handling of objects weighing up to 50 pounds, and the occasional handling of objects weighing 50 pound while loading and unloading cargo.

WORKING CONDITIONS

Works outside and is occasionally exposed to bad weather while loading and unloading vehicles. Is subject to cuts, bruises, and broken bones as a result of accidents while driving or when loading and unloading vehicles. Is exposed to all kinds of weather conditions (rain, snow, heat, cold, etc)
